WORLD SCHOOL CHAMPIONSHIP OF BOCCE
Historical landmarks:

Created in 2002 in Grasse (France), the International School Trophy aims at the development of school bocce worldwide.
4 countries took part in this first edition of the championship.
In 2003, Gap hosted the second edition with 5 countries participating.
Because of visa challenges, Algeria wasn’t able to take part in the competition but was able to come to a friendly event with the local training centers a month after.
In 2004, in Monaco, the third edition became a WORLD SCHOOL CHAMPIONSHIP and gathered the teams from Algeria, France, Italy, Monaco, and Tunisia.
In 2005, the fourth edition took place in JENDOUBA (Tunisia). Five countries took part in the competition (the same as in Monaco).
In 2006, the World School Championship took place in Italy. Because of visa challenges, Algeria couldn’t take part in the competition.
 There were 2 new nations, Switzerland and Spain, Monaco, Italy (2 teams), Tunisia, and France. 

In 2007, St Bonnet - in France near Gap – accepted to organize this 6th World Championship.

In 2009   it was La Vallée de Joux (Switzerland).

WORLD SCHOOL CHAMPIONSHIP OF BOCCE
RULING OF 2010

1- This championship is only aimed at school kids from 11 to 16 years old. The mixing of genders is allowed.
The teams are made up of pupils from the same school. The form signed by the head of the school, certified by the Regional or National Service of school sport, together with the school licences will be asked for at the reception desk.
2- N.B. For the Nations that have just started this sport, the teams may be composed of teenagers from various schools (but only for a period of two years).
     3- Each Nation must organize a championship that will determine which team will represent them at the World Championship.
     4- Refereeing will be held by young judges of each team, an international referee will be present and will be in charge of the starting of the throw and the timing.
    5- A player can’t play twice in the same phase.

Notice : 

For each phase, 2 players have the role of the Judge.
There should be numbered and colored jerseys matching the various categories for the Throw events.
For the girls, it will be possible to throw from the footline of game immediately under the one that matches their own category.
For the bowling events, the footline of game is the same for the three categories.

For phases 1, 2, and 3 each player scrores the number of points matching his / her performance.

 * For the double played in 11 points: The number of point matches the outcome of the game and 3 points (won), 2 points (draw), or 1 point (lost) will be added.
*In case a draw occurs at the end of each set, the number of points scored in phases 1 and 2 of this end will be taken into account. 
If a second draw occurs, the points scored in the Bowl Throw game will be taken into account. 
For the timed events: 
1) At the throw, the event stops when the referee whistles.
2) At the bowl, if, when the referee whistles, the bowl stops inside the target, it is taken into account for the result. (valid if it stops inside, not valid if it stops on the line or outside the target).
The organization of the competition may change the course of events, depending on the number of teams
